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The Barcelona Study Abroad 2012 program will be conducted
on the campus of Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona. The
main campus with its multiplicity of research, teaching,
service and cultural facilities, covers 260 ha. and is located
in the Greater Barcelona Metropolitan Area in Bellaterra
(Cerdanyola del Vallès), about 20 kms from downtown
Barcelona.
